
Welcome New Residents 

Here’s the latest on the 
tank replacement project 
from District engineer  
Gerry La Budde.  As al-
ways, thanks Gerry for the 
update.   

The Reservoir Replace-
ment Project continues to 
progress.  The structural 
work on Tank 1 will be 
completed in late Septem-
ber.  The tank will then be 
prepared for interior and 
exterior coating during 
October, then disinfected 
and filled and tested. The 
tank will be put online in 
mid-November.  Site pip-
ing is being constructed 
simultaneously with the 

tank erection.  There will 
be some connections with 
existing piping that will 
require service interrup-
tions in the Westridge/
Morningside/Pheasant 
Hill/Ellen Ct. areas of the 
District.  Notifications will 
be sent to affected cus-
tomers prior to any outag-
es. 

The existing reservoir will 
be removed from service 
in December and Tank 2 
will be constructed within 
the footprint of the reser-
voir.  During that time im-
provements at the water 
plant will be completed, 
including an upgraded 
monitoring system and 
replacement of pumping 
equipment.  Tank 2 is 
scheduled to be complet-
ed in Spring of 2021, and 
the project wrapped up 
by the end of June 2021.

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While talking 

about up-

coming win-

ter storms at 

the height of 

fire season 

may seem 

peculiar,  

now is the 

time to tack-

le some of 

those “out of sight, out of mind” pro-

jects before those rains begin.  It is the 

responsibility of homeowners to en-

sure that culverts on their property are 

thoroughly cleared of debris so that 

winter rains drain properly and do not 

pool onto roadways or neighboring 

properties.  While the District is respon-

sible for the maintenance of community 

roads, we do not clear culverts on pri-

vate property.   

Fall is also the optimum time to clean 

the gutters on your home.  Not only do 

pine needles, leaves and other debris 

create a fire hazard, blocked gutters and 

drainpipes create a backflow of water 

that eventually leads to dry rot, moss 

and mold.   

If you are not able to safely clean gut-

ters yourself, numerous companies in 

our area provide this service.

Gutter and Culvert Cleaning Time 
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Limb ‘em Up!  

Our fall yard clean-up season is also a 

great time to prune and “limb up” those 

trees that have grown beyond our prop-

erty boundaries and are restricting visi-

bility or creating a potential fire risk.  

ALL limbs overhanging roadways by ten 

(10) feet or more should be trimmed 

appropriately.   Please take a moment to 

walk the perimeter of your property 

with this in mind. And don’t be bashful; 

let your neighbor know if their trees need 

attention as well.  Our area has numerous 

certified arborists and tree services to 

help you with large projects and the Plac-

er County Chipper Program can help take 

care of smaller tree trimmings. Details
